The offers did not meet expectations, nor make

sufficient steps towards the changes we need for all our tamariki to succeed. Our tamariki

need a quality education. And we want to give that to them. Unfortunately, the funding for

our schools and kindergartens is not enough to support all our kids to thrive. This issue is not

just about taking steps to attract and retain educators by ensuring that teaching is a valued

and attractive profession. Lack of learning support and classroom sizes are a major area of

concern and needs to be addressed.
